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Current	Publishing	Industry	
 
Over the last fifteen years the book industry has changed more 
rapidly than at any point in over a century. Much of this change has 
been caused by the rise of the Internet. 
 
Fifteen years ago, traditional publishers published a certain type of 
book to be published in a certain outlet and publishers and high-
street retailers held full control of the industry. 
 
First to disrupt this were the online retailers, such as Amazon, who 
could list millions of books as available and, with low overheads and 
large resources, could price lower than the high-street bookshops. 
Then came the supermarkets, seeing an opportunity in the popularity 
of books to sell them at a loss in order to get strong footfall into their 
large stores. 
 
And then there have been the changes in technology: the rise of 
print-on-demand, whereby books can be printed one at a time rather 
than in large and high-priced print runs; and the ebook, in tune with a 
market where digital demand is soaring. 
 
As a result, traditional publishers have faced challenges with fewer 
outlets to sell stock into and at high discounts, leaving little room for 
profit. Most are currently facing the need to completely change their 
business model, and to look at the self-publishing model and print-
on-demand services as an option for some of their backlist. 
 
Self-Publishing has now become an industry-accepted route for 
authors to get their work published and into the market. With the 
ability to create their own books at a reasonable level of investment, 
in both print and digital formats, and to have them available globally, 
authors saw a viable alternate, making self-publishing more popular 
than it has ever been. 
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What	is	Self‐Publishing?	
 
Self-publishing offers authors an opportunity to become published 
without the need of having to go through a literary agent or a 
traditional publisher. 
 
How does it work? 
The following is the most common way in which self-publishing works: 
 
An author will choose a publishing package that fits their needs, 
requirements and budget, and the author will have a member of staff 
who will answer any questions and advise them accordingly. 
 
The author’s manuscript is sent to the publisher as a word document, 
which the publisher will edit (if requested by the author), typeset to 
an agreed book size, and this document will then be sent back to the 
author as a PDF for approval. 
 
At this stage, the author may notice some changes that they would 
like to make to the manuscript, and a form is supplied by the 
publisher asking the author to list the changes required. These 
changes are made and an amended PDF is sent to the author for 
approval. 
 
The same process then happens for the cover design. 
 
Once both the cover design and text have been signed off, the ISBN 
number is assigned to the book and the files are then sent to the 
printer. Once the book is approved at the printer, the bibliographic 
data is sent to the retailers and wholesalers, making the book 
available for sale throughout the world. 
 
Now it is time for marketing and promotion. 
The vast majority of self-publishing companies will sell additional 
marketing and promotional services. However, it is important that 
these services are explained in detail so that the author is buying the 
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correct service. The golden rule is: do not purchase services that you 
can do yourself. 
 
It is also important that the author receives marketing and 
promotional support as and when they require, by phone or email, at 
no additional cost. A good self-publishing company will recognise 
that supporting the author in this way will increase their chances of 
selling more books and receiving more media coverage. 
 
A good and respected self-publishing company will recognise that 
book sales are more important than sales of add-on services.

Perfecting	Your	Work 

Editing	
 
You have worked tirelessly on your manuscript, you have received 
good feedback from friends, family, book groups, peer review sites, 
and so on, who think it is ready to be published.

Editors will often 
pick up the small errors, but when they are editing a work they are 
looking more at the overall picture.

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Identifying	a	Genre	
 
The first thing you need to do with your book is pick a genre.  
What’s a genre?  A themed bookshelf in a bookstore – or the top 
level(s) of book categories on a website.  If your market is your 
audience, then your genre is your first narrowing of audience. 
 
Don’t be afraid of picking one genre.  Trust us; it won’t limit your 
sales, for two reasons: 
 

1. If your book takes off, it won’t matter what genre it started 
out in.  Books can transcend genre; that is, they can sell to 
people who wouldn’t normally buy them. 

2. Specialised genre categories sell more books than general 
fiction. What’s the least-respected of all genres?  Romance 
(sad but true). What’s the bestselling of all genres?  Romance. 

 
Putting your book in its correct genre helps it sell. After all, what 
sells better: a book on a shelf, or a book that never makes it to the 
shelf? If your book could go in one of a number of genres, work on 
finding out which genre has more readers who will buy your book – 
either by looking for similar books in the genre that are selling well, 
or by getting dedicated readers of that genre to read the book and tell 
you whether it’s a winner or not. 
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Identifying	a	Subgenre	
 
Do you need to identify a subgenre? Yes and no. At least, you need 
to identify whether your book is part of a subgenre or not. If it is, you 
will make more money if you work that into your marketing later on, 
when you can say your book is ‘steampunk’ rather than just science 
fiction, or urban fantasy rather than just fantasy – for example, when 
you’re trying to get book reviewers to read your book. 
 
Everyone has a favourite genre or two, and everyone has a couple of 
sweet spots within that genre. Identifying your subgenre means 
knowing about the current sweet spots in your book’s genre. 
 
How do you do that? 
Read. A lot. And don’t just read books, read the news related to your 
books. If you write steampunk, find out the sites where steampunk 
fans tend to rhapsodise about developments in the genre and in the 
world surrounding the genre. Sometimes a subculture evolves around 
a subgenre (or maybe it’s the reverse).  If you write zombies, read 
zombies. 
 
Identifying a subgenre leads to all kinds of interesting marketing 
strategies. 
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Marketing	Your	Book	
 
The reason that marketing is important is that nobody knows about 
you or your work when you first start out. 
 
Without marketing, nobody will buy your book. 
 
With marketing, people will know whether they want to look closer 
at your book. (Again, marketing is about identifying what your 
book is to your potential readers, not in hyping it up beyond all 
recognition just to get some attention.) 
 
When you publish a book independently, at first you should have a 
brief surge of sales, from your family, friends, and other direct 
contacts. Then, as you run out of people you know willing to buy 
copies, those sales will drop off.
